A. Financial, Dues, Publications, and Election

(Robin Williams and Steve Levine have prepared and submitted the budget
to ACM--Jim George gave the following summary.)

As a result of budgeting instructions, anticipated National charges
for membership servicing costs and increased mailing costs, a new dues
structure has been instituted (Computer Graphics, volume 9, number 4).

FY 77 budget has been prepared--conservative budget assuming minimal
revenue and maximal expenses. The result is a projected utilization of
one-half of our excess funds; we believe that SIGGRAPH is and will
remain financially sound.

The proceedings of the Symposium on Graphic Languages will be issued
as SIGPLAN Notices and Computer Graphics and distributed to SIGPLAN and
SIGGRAPH members; the SIGGRAPH '76 proceedings will be issued as a
Computer Graphics issue and distributed to SIGGRAPH members.

Election of Directors is being conducted via Computer Graphics,
volume 9, number 4.

B. Standards
IFIP W.G. 5.2 has set up a committee to examine current graphics systems
and draw up recommendations on methodology in computer graphics. This
committee will be meeting at an international graphics standards work-
shop in France in May; Jim Foley is receiving financial support to
attend this workshop.

There has been little effort in graphics standards within SIGGRAPH
because of an inability to recruit a leader for the effort.
